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Il First Use

1. Push the sliding cover of the door lock down to the designated position;

2. Insert the main lock key and the emergency key into the respective keyholes located on the panel. First, tum the emergency key
clockwise, and then turn the main lock key and the handle clockwise to open the door. (For products without @ hande, simply tum
the main lock key clockwise to open the door)

IV. Insert the Battery

1. Instoll 4 pieces of AA Botteries into the internal battery box located on the back of the door according to the correct polarity
(positive to positive, negative to negative). After the batteries are installed correctly and the power is connected, a "beep” sound will
be heard, indicating that the power hos been tumed on,

2. Enter the factory default password “12345678" on the keypad

3. After entering the possword, press the "#" key to confirm. If the possword is entered correctly, the disploy screen will show
"OPEN'. At this time, the user needs to turn the handle clockwise within the next 6 seconds to open the door lock.

V. Password Setting

1. After entering the foctory defoult password ‘12345678" and the screen disploys "OPEN’, please set o new password within 30
seconds after opening the door;
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XI. Emergency Opening

1. When the battery inside the box is depleted and it cannot be operated, please use an external battery pack for power supply. Insert
the plug of the exteral battery box into the power socket located under the panel, and enter the correct password to open the door
2. In case of a matfunction of the electronic system or if the password is forgotten, please use the emergency key to open the door
‘The method of opening the door is the same as during the first-time use.

XIl. Usage Precautions

1.Please do not leave the user manual, master lock key, emergency key, and external battery box inside the box. They should be stored
separately in a sofe ploce;

2.If the product is not going to be used for a long time, please remove the battery to prevent any leakage that may domage the
electronic system;

3. For safety reasons, please ensure that the cabinet is securely fixed to o sturdy concrete wall;

4 Please do not store excessive cash or valuobles when there is no one on duty or without  remote olarm system.

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IX. Alarm Function

1. Password Entry Error Alorm
Each time an incorrect password is entered, the display screen will show Error';
If anincorrect password is entered consecutively three times, an alorm will sound for 50 seconds;
During the alorm, entering the correct password will stop the alarm.
2. Alarm Activated by Vibration
In stondby mode, pressing the ™' key and seeing ALERT ON" displayed on the screen indicates thot the vibration alarm function
s activoted;
When the product is subjected to extemal force vibration, the olarm will sound for 50 seconds;
During the alarm, entering the correct password will stop the alarm and automatically tum off the vibration alarm function.

X. Battery Replacement

When the voltage of the built-in battery drops to  certain level the disploy will show "Lo bat” after entering the password, indicating
insuficient battery voltage. Please replace it with a new battery os soon as possible. (We recommend using a 5# alkaline bottery)

3. Entera 1-8 digit password;

4. Press the "#" key to confirm, and the display screen will show “into1", indicating that the new password has been successfully set.

Note: After the password is set, please verify the new password to ensure its accuracy before locking the door.
VI. Door closing operation

Closing the Door:

1. Close the door of the box;

2. () For products with handles: Rotate the handle clockwise, then rotate the main lock key counterclockwise and pulit out;
(0) For products without handles: Rotote the main lock key counterclockwise and pull it out.

VII. Hidden Password Functionality

1. In standby mode, when pressing the "#" key to enter the password, the display screen will show "~ instead of disploying the
numbers.

2. After the door is opened, the display automatically resumes showing digits.

VIIl. Deleting Incorrect Passwords

During the operation, if an incorrect password s entered, before pressing the

key to confirm, you can press the *** key to delete.
Pressing the " key once will delete the entire password line, and you will need to re-enter the correct password to open the door
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
